ST. MARY’S SURFACE WATER MANAGEMENT:       
In order to prevent surface water accumulations on 
church land draining onto villa property, a continuous 12 
inch high clay, loamed and seeded berm is being built 
along the north and east side of the church. This should 
effectively contain surface water on church land and 
drain it to the dry pond on the east side of the building. 
Water from the dry pond drains into the Town’s surface 
water disposal network. The berm will serve its purpose 
until Phase 2 of church construction occurs. Berm 
construction has to be completed prior to spring thaw, 
and is expected to cost $10/12K.
